In keeping with AB 705, students who have graduated from a US High School within the last 10 years are eligible to enroll in transfer level
math, specifically Math 227.

GPA greater than or equal to 2.3 - Math 227

GPA less than 2.3 - Math 227. Students are highly recommended to enroll in Math 228A followed by Math 228B, a two-semester statistics
sequence.

Students may enroll in the following depending on their grade in High School Intermediate Algebra or Integrated Math 3 (or equivalent or
higher):

A grade of B or better - Math 215, 238, or 240

Students who are not able to provide enough information for automated placement, who have been away from high school for more than 10
years, or did not attend or graduate from a US high school or earn a GED or CA High School Proficiency certificate, may use the Guided Self-
placement process.
