BSN programs are typically four years in length and provide students with a liberal college education in the sciences and humanities as well as preparation for nursing.
There are several paths to a BSN degree. Generic/Basic programs, also known as Pre-licensure programs, admit students who have no nursing education and would like to pursue a BSN. Post-licensure programs admit only students who are already RNs. Accelerated BSN program are for students who have received their bachelor’s degree in another field and would like to pursue a degree in nursing.
